prior to participation. Students may not return for participation, Late Bus transportation, or 

pick-up after leaving campus. Students should not be on their phones during Afterschool 
without Staff permission – if they need to communicate with parents/care-givers they 
should let an adult know.  

2. Students are required to complete the Afterschool Attendance Form each afternoon
